























What’s included in our holiday prices

The holiday price includes: the walks and the guides on the Jersey walking holidays the first
and last day there are no walks. If you are participating in a Jersey walking week then on
the Wednesday you have a free day to choose your own activity- whether it be a day trip to
St Malo or another activity day or a visit to the outlying islands of Les Echrehous by a fast
rib. The choice is yours. You also have the option of time out whenever you wish.

Unless otherwise stated the price includes all transport to and from your accommodation in
Jersey and to the walk start everyday and return. All accommodation is included plus
breakfast and evening meal if you choose the half board option.

If you choose the bed and breakfast option then we will recommend moderately prices
restaurant and pubs that provide evening meals.

But please check each holiday description to obtain the full details.

In all accommodation in hotels and guest houses you will be expected to share
with a friend or with a member of the group. In youth Hostel it is based on you
sharing a dormitory.

The price and availability of single supplements is given in the holiday details as a figure per
night.

In the Guest House accommodation, there is a daily option (May to October) to have an
evening meal at a cost of £10. The menus are given to you at breakfast each morning and
you then decide if you wish to reserve an evening meal or go to a local restaurant nearby.

Jersey is an island of great

Come and see the island’s beautiful coastline, rocky coves, sandy and surf beaches at your
leisure! Nearly 50 miles (80 kms) in five fascinating guided walks. Here the legends, folklore and
find out more about the island’s history. View the

Archaeological remains, ancient Dolmens, medieval castles and German occupation
fortifications .Birds, wild flowers and butterflies abound in their varied habitats. Its charm is
without comparison.

Walklng Tour Each Tour runs from Sat to Sat
Day 1- arrive and book into Hotel—Free afternoon—Group meet at 5.00 in bar area of Hotel
Lounge bar or Guest House Lounge

Start of Walk
Day 2— St Helier to Corbiere - Leave St Helier go along the firm sand of St Aubins to
Noirmont point and the islands war memorial and then into the beautiful bay of St Brelade to
Fisherman’s chapel and along the rugged cliff paths to the spectacular setting of the Corbiere
Lighthouse

Day 3— Corbiere to Greve de Lecq -Along the island’s west coast and the expanse of St
Ouen’s Bay, then passing Pinnacle rock, site of pagan rituals, the race course and Grosnez
Castle, view the other islands for the first time. Along the cliff to the finish and visit a pub with it's
own watermill for a well earned drink.

Day — 4 Greve de Lecq -to Bouley Bay This is a strenuous day of undulating cliff paths, but
passing some lovely coves and spectacular cliff scenery. View out at sea the Paternosters,
where a ship on route to Sark was sunk in 1565, with the loss of all hands. We pass the
smugglers cove of Bonne Nuit and then descend sharply to the finish at Bouley Bay. Visit the
Black Dog
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Day 5 - Free Day—options are numerous: visit one of the fascinating museums: day trip to
France or Guernsey: or simply enjoy the delights of shopping in St Helier— tax free shopping.

Day 6— Bouley Bay to Gorey continue along cliff path and descend into lovely Rozel Bay, past
a Bronze Age camp, a Neolithic Dolman and onward to a 19th century naval harbour at St
Catherine’s. Finish below the impressive Mont Orgeuil Castle towering over Royal Bay of
Grouville.

Day 7— Gorey to St Helier - Final and easiest walking conditions, almost flat all the way, if
conditions are right we may be able to complete some of the sections on the beach and visit the
oyster beds in Grouville bay and then past Le Rocque where an French invasion took place in
1871, resulting in the Battle of Jersey, in the Royal Square. Past Green island another ancient
burial site and Victor Hugo’s house and favourite meeting place and Havre des pas where
Jersey Ship building yards once where over Mont de la Ville into St Helier. You have now
succeed in walking the ‘Round Island Walk’

Day 8—Depart for Home.

Start of Walk

Day 2—Grosnez - Greve de Lecq to Devil’'s Hole.

Travel to the northwest corner of the island and enjoy the views of the neighbouring islands of
Guernsey and Sark. Walk past the romantic 14th century ruins of Grosnez castle and ‘Le
Pinnacle's an intriguing rock formation and carry on along the coastal path passing Plemont
caves and the Pater Noster rocks, into Greve de Lecq, visit the watermill and time permitting
continue to Devil's hole and Jersey’'s Premier vineyard.

Day 3— St Catherines—Archirondel -Gorey -

Follow the small coastal path into the woods near St Catherine’s and follow a path to view the
ancient dolmens and onward to visit and view Jersey most spectacular castle Mont Orgueil
(Mount Pride)

Day 4— St Aubin—Noirmont—Portelet—St Brelade—Corbiere

Visit Jersey’s original harbour and old town, then up to Noirmont to view German Fortifications
and lunch at the delightful Portelet Bay. At St Brelades visit a picturesque Norman Church and
onward to Corbiere to Jersey’s lighthouse and spectacular views of St Ouen’s Bay.

Day 5 - Free Day—options are numerous:
visit one of the fascinating museums: day trip to France or Guernsey :or simply enjoy the
delights of shopping in St Helier— tax free shopping.

Day 6— Mystery walk depending on the group!!!!

Day 7- White Rock Off Rozel—Jersey Zoo— Bonne Nuit

We begin on the north coast and hopefully see spectacular views of the coast of France and the
isles of the Ecrehos after a short while we go inland and head towards the world famous Jersey

Zoological Centre founded by the famous Gerald Durrell. We spend time in the Zoo and lunch
there. Later we make our way back to the cliff path and via Bouley Bay onto Bonne Nuit Bay.

The Jersey Variety walks are generally for people who are staying in Jersey for less than a
week and who are based either in a Guest House or the Jersey Youth Hostel. These walks
offer a selection of walks incorporating some historical and some general scenic aspects.
Below is outlined an itinerary that is just an example. The walks can vary depending on the
guide that takes you.

Jersey ‘Variety’ Walks

3 and a half Days walking
in a variety of Jersey locations

Daily distance approx 10 miles (should be a regular walker)

Start Time: 10.00 hrs approx

Walking Tour Wed to Sunday

Wed - Day 1- arrive and book into Youth Hostel or Guest House —Free afternoon—Group
meet at 5.00 in the dining area and may have a short stroll into Gorey Village.

Start of Walk

Thursday Day 2— Older than the Pyramids — Dolman delights - Leave the youth hostel
and complete a circular walk visiting on the way the Dolman de Faldouet, than going along
the coast to St Catherine, on a clear day you shall be able to see France and the Ecrehous
reefs, we then continue along towards Rozel bay en route visiting a passage dolmen and
also enjoying some spectacular views of the north coast. From here we go in land up a
delightful valley and head towards St Martins church and Le Hougue Bie a remarkable
dolmen and historical site which has a museum and return via lovely country lanes to the
Youth Hostel

Friday Day 3— We bus to town and then we go on a stroll along part of the south coast and
then turn inland and go up one of the most picturesque valleys in Jersey and then visit
Hamptonne which is a fantastic museum depicting Jersey Rural life and history. We
then travel through delightful country lanes into St Peters Valley which was one of Queen
Victoria’s most loved valleys on the island. We get the opportunity to visit a working
watermill.

Saturday - Day 4 — We minibus to Greve de Lecq on the north Coast of Jersey. Then we
walk along the coast to Devils hole en route we should be able to view the other Channel
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islands, we then visit Jersey’s finest vineyard La Mare and have a guided tour
(including wine tasting!) we then continue along the north coast enjoy lunch at Bonne Nuit —
you have the opportunity to taste a real local dish known as a ‘Bean Crock ‘a traditional
Jersey recipe. From hear we venture further along the coast and finish at the Black Dog pub
we you can have a well earned drink and hear of the Legend of the Black Dog.

Sunday - Day 5— A short morning stroll after breakfast where we will go into Gorey Village
and visit the world famous Jersey Pottery. This will finish about 12.30. People can then look
around the village depending on their departure times.

Please read carefully
All holidays on this website are operated by Walkingjersey.co.uk (‘the company’) and are sold subject to the
following conditions:

1) Your Holiday Contract

The contract is between the company and the client, being any person travelling or intending to travel on a tour
operated by the company. The contract, and all matters arising from it, is subject to English Law and the jurisdiction
of the English Courts. No person has any authority on the company’s behalf to vary these booking conditions. The
service to be provided is/are the tours referred to in the booking form.

2) To secure your booking

The Company or their agent requires a completed booking form and signed by all those who wish to travel. This
form should then be returned to the company or its agent with a non refundable deposit of £200 . Clients
booking by telephone, on the web site, by e-mail, telex or fax will be deemed to have read the booking conditions:
a) They have read and accepted our Booking Conditions and general information pages, contained in our brochure
and on our website.

b) They appreciate, on behalf of all the people included in their booking the risks involved in adventure travel.

c) They or anyone else on their booking does not (or has ever suffered) from any pre-existing medical condition
which may prevent them from actively participating in the tour.

d) the person signing, or being deemed to sign, the attached booking form(which incorporates these terms)
warrants that he/she has full authority to do so on behalf of all persons whose names appear thereon, and confirms
that all such persons are fully aware of and accept these conditions.

A Booking is accepted and becomes definite only from the when the company send a confirmation Invoice. It is at
this point that a contract between the company and the client comes into existence. Before your booking is
confirmed and a contract comes into force the company reserves the right to increase or decrease brochure or web
site prices. The company or their agents reserve the right to decline any booking at their discretion.

3) Payment of your holiday

The balance of all monies due, including any surcharges applicable at that time, must be paid to the company or
their agents no later than 56 days before departure. In the case of non-payment of the balance by the due date the
company reserves the right to cancel your booking and cancellation charges will apply. The agent on the company’s
behalf holds any monies paid by you to a travel agent for tours operated by the company.

4) If you change your booking

a) An administration fee of £40 per booking plus any additional cost incurred will be charged if a confirmed booking
is changed or transferred to a different date or tour, up to 56 days prior to departure. Thereafter all charges will be
treated as cancellation and subject to the charges below. Changes are subject to availability.

b) If a client is unable to travel, in certain circumstances which the company considers reasonable, the booking may
be transferred to another suitable person; however the tour arrangements must remain the same and will only be
allowed if all suppliers (e.g. airlines etc.) agree to accept the name change. If a transfer is allowed an administrative
charge of £40 per person will be made if the company is advised up to 56 days before departure or £100 per person
if less than 56 days before departure, plus any extra charges levied by suppliers.

5. If you cancel your booking
(the cancellation charges will be expressed as percentage of total tour price, including surcharge, as shown below)

c) 56 and more days before departure

retention of deposit

d) 55-42 days before departure — 40%

e) 42-28 days before departure — 75%b

f) Cancellation less than 27 days before departure: 100%o.

In addition to the above cancellation fees, the full insurance premium is also payable in the event of a cancellation.
It is strongly recommended that full insurance be taken out,

6) Cancellation of a tour by the Company

The company reserves the right to cancel a tour if we are forced to do so by unusual or unforeseeable
circumstances, such as flight cancellations, war, civil or political unrest or what is known as ‘force majeure’. Or if the
minimum number of bookings needed to operate the tour is not met. (All tours are subjected to minimum numbers).
In the latter case, we will advise you of the cancellation no later than 6 weeks before the departure date.

If we cancel your tour we will try to offer an alternative tour: If this is not acceptable to you, we will refund
all tour costs, but we will not be liable to refund you for any incidental expenses that you may have incurred as a
result of your booking, such as visas, vaccinations or flights or for compensation.

7) Tour Participation, Flexibility and Risks
Clients agree to accept the authority and decisions of the company’s employees, tour
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leaders and agents whilst on tour with the company. The clients must at all times comply with the laws,
customs, foreign exchange and drug regulations of all countries visited. Failure to comply with the above or should
the client interfere with the well being of the group then the tour leader

or company agent may order the client to leave the tour without recourse to any refund.

Clients must be aware that their booking is accepted on the understanding that they

realizes and acknowledges that the nature of these tour are adventurous and the possible

risks inherent in adventure travel and that they undertake these tours, treks or expeditions featured

in our programmes at their own volition. Such risks include personal injury, disease, loss or damage to property,
inconvenience and discomfort. The whole philosophy of this type of travel is one, which allows alternatives
and a degree of on-tour flexibility. The outline itineraries given for each tour must therefore be taken as an
indication of what each group should accomplish, and not as a contractual obligation on the part of walkingjersey.
It is understood that the route, schedules, itineraries, amenities and mode of transport may be subject to alteration
without prior notice due to local circumstances or events which may include sickness or mechanical breakdown,
flight cancellations, strikes, border difficulties or political disputes, climate or other unforeseeable circumstances

A fundamental condition of joining any of our tours described in the brochure that you accept this
flexibility, and acknowledge that delays and alterations to the schedule and their results such as inconvenience,
discomfort, or disappointment are possible.

8) Security
In order to safeguard your holiday we only book your flights with ATOL registered companies. We are
also in the process of applying for membership of the Travel Trust Association Membership.

9) Travel Trust Association Membership

The TTA is a trade association of Travel Agents, Tour Operators and Travel Organizers, that operate trust accounts,
in order to provide financial protection for the consumer. The TTA lays down strict guidelines on how customer funds
may be handled and each member puts the customer’s funds into a designate trust account, which is supervised by
an independent trustee. The Trustee is a Banker, Chartered or Certified Accountant, or Solicitor. Your funds are held
in this account and may not be released unless you receive your holiday or your funds released to another company
that becomes responsible and provides for your financial protection.

Please note all payments should be made to Walkingjersey .

Remember: With the TTA member a Trust operation is in place and all of your money will be available because it is
protected by the Travel Protection Plan (explained above)

10) Complaints

Should the client have a complaint about any of the arrangements, the client should tell both the tour
leader or the company representative whilst on tour in order that the leader or the representative can
attempt to rectify the matter. Any further complaints must be put in writing to the company within 30 days
of the end of the tour.

11) Limitation of Liability

The company will accept liability for the negligence of its own employees or agents causing direct physical injury to clients
only to the extent that it is obliged to do under English Law, The company shall not be liable for any damage orloss if the
failure to carry out the contract is attributed to the client or attributed to a third party unconnected with the provision of
the services contracted for and the event is unforeseen or unavoidable. Due to unforeseen and unusual circumstances
beyond the company’s control, the consequence of which could not have been avoided

even if all due care had been exercised. Due to political disputes, border closures, industrial action or any other things and
any other force majeure. Due to an event which the company, even with all due care could not forsee or forestall.

Where the company is found to be liable for damages in respect of its failure to carry out it contract, the maximum amount
of such damages will normally be limited to the price paid for the tour.

12) Optional extras
Optional extras do not form part of the contract and it should be understood that any assistance given by the tour guide or
company representative in arranging such optional extras does not render the company liable for such optional extras.
